HOW TO APPLY FOR USARSO TOURS

Application Procedures 
United States Army South’s objective is to fill every validated requirement with the best-qualified soldier available. To ensure a pool of qualified applicants, the Reserve Affairs Directorate closely screens all applications for every requirement solicited by USARSO. To apply for a tour or training opportunity, submit your complete application packet in accordance with the tour/training instructions and the table provided below. The table provides standard application requirements that apply to all tours and training opportunities.

TYPES OF TOURS/TRAINING

Active Duty for Training (ADT)
Training is the primary purpose of ADT. Benefit to the organization conducting the training is incidental. ADT is not used to meet real or perceived manpower shortages to perform organizational missions or administration, or to augment the Active Army.
Active Duty for Special Work (ADSW)
Voluntary active duty is performed for a prescribed period of time in support of Active Army and Reserve Component projects or missions. Normally, ADSW tours do not exceed 179 days. ADSW tours are paid from Reserve Personnel Appropriations (RPA).
Temporary Tour of Active Duty (TTAD)
TTAD is voluntary active duty performed for a prescribed time period in support of Active Army and Reserve Component projects or missions. Normally, TTAD tours do not exceed 179 days. TTAD tours are paid from Military Personnel Appropriations (MPA).
Contingency Operations - Temporary Tours of Active Duty (COTTAD)
TTAD in support of contingency operations is voluntary only and may be used to order Army Reserve soldiers to active duty when the mission requires specialized experience or knowledge that they possess and which is unavailable in the Active Army. COTTAD tours are normally 31-179 days long, with possible extensions to 269 days.

Requirements (Screening Procedures) 
You must meet the following minimum screening requirements to be considered for tour and training opportunities:
· You must have a current physical examination less than five years old as of the start date of the requested tour. For additional information on physical examination requirements and scheduling, refer to Medical information pages. 

· Your PULHES must reflect all 1's or 2's, unless you've been medically boarded and retained for a 3 or higher. For additional information on PULHES and medical boards, see Medical information. 

· You must have a current HIV screening test that is less than five years old or less than six months old for tours exceeding 29 days). For additional information on HIV screening tests, refer to Medical information on HIV. 
· You must meet height & weight standards. 
· You must possess the security clearance required for the duty position and your grade of rank. 

· You cannot have any flags attached to your record. 

· You must have less than 17 years active service (204 months) as of the start date of the tour. 

· Female applicants cannot be pregnant. 

· You must have more than six months remaining on your service obligation (for example: Expiration Term of Service, Expiration Ready Reserve Obligation Date, Mandatory Removal Date and Discharge). 

· You must also meet any additional screening criteria directed by the approving agency. 

· Single parents must have a Family Care Plan.
